Case 1
The process of conversion of water into its vapour is called evaporation. The process of evaporation takes place continuously wherever water is present. Salt is obtained from seawater through the process of evaporation. Sea water contains many salts mixed in it. One of these salts is the common salt. The stem of a plant helps in upward movement of water. The water and minerals go to leaves and other plant parts attached to the stem.
