Unlike regular ocean waves caused by wind, tsunamis involve the movement of large volumes of water across vast distances. The waves can travel at speeds of up to 500-800 km/h (310-500 mph) in deep water, and when they approach shallow coastal areas, they slow down, increase in height, and become highly destructive.

The Impact of a tsunami can be catastrophic, causing widespread flooding, property damage, and loss of life, particularly along coastal regions. Tsunamis often occur without warning, but modern monitoring systems and early detection methods aim to provide advance notice to affected areas, improving the chances of evacuation and minimizing casualties.
